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Smoke-Free Outdoor Areas

Fairs 

· Butte and Glenn County

Butte County:  Smoking is prohibited in grandstands, kiddie carnival area, barns, and all buildings and restrooms. Smoke-free areas are posted at the main gate and on all buildings. 

Glenn County:  No Smoking Areas/Zones are as follows: Carnival Area; Grandstand and grandstand enclosure; Livestock barn and surrounding barn and show ring area; and all enclosed buildings.

Tehama District Fair:  Kiddie carnival and 'Kerstiens' covered dining area designated as  smoke-free zone.
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The following 20 fairs also have smoking rules in place: 
Eastern Sierra Tri-County Fair, Amador County Fair, Calaveras County Fair and Jumping Frog Jubilee, Del Norte County Fair, El Dorado County Fair, Big Fresno Fair, Redwood Acres Fair Grounds, Kern County Fair, Antelope Valley Fair & Alfalfa Festival, Plumas-Sierra County Fair, California State Fair, San Joaquin Fair, California Mid-State Fair, Shasta District Fair, Siskiyou Golden Fair, Dixon May Fair, Stanislaus County Fair, Yuba-Sutter Fair, Trinity County Fair, and Yolo County Fair 
Theme Parks and Zoos

· Disneyland Resort: Disneyland Resort will allow smoking only in designated areas in Disneyland Park.
· The Sacramento Zoo began providing a smoke-free environment in 2003.
Recreational Areas and Parks

· Raley Field (Sacramento) is a non-smoking facility and smoking and tobacco use is not allowed in the seating areas, restrooms, concession areas and stands, offices and related support areas.

· City of Woodland Municipal Code:

Smoking shall be prohibited at all times in the following public places:
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1) Areas measuring a distance of twenty feet from the main entrance of a commercial building:
2) Outdoor locations as specified in this subsection including areas located within a distance of twenty feet from the entrances and exits to such outdoor locations: Public events including, but not limited to, sports events, entertainment, speaking performances, ceremonies, pageants and fairs. 
·   Yuba City’s Gauche Aquatic Park:  It shall be unlawful for any person to use any tobacco product in Gauche Aquatic Park. “Tobacco product” means any substance containing tobacco leaf, including, but not limited to, cigarettes, cigars, pipe tobacco, snuff, chewing tobacco, dipping tobacco, bidis, or any other preparation of tobacco.

· City of Roseville Municipal Code:  No person shall, within any city park, smoke, light or carry a lighted pipe, cigar, cigarette or other smoking device of any kind.  “No Smoking” signs shall be posted in every City park.  This smoking prohibition shall not apply to City-owned golf courses.
